	For a few hours the module will be developed in co-presence with the language teacher to allow students to memorize specific words and reinforce grammar structures (scaffolding).
	Step 1
Teacher asks  students some questions to verify their previous knowledge on the topic
Step 2

Teacher gives students a test to check their learning and eventually modify part of the lesson

Step 3

Finally students are asked to carry out a task useful to evaluate the acquired skills.
	Each unit will be divided in three parts:
1. Teacher divides students in groups and gives them an input using a video, a listening activity or a sequence of images.
2. Each group is asked to discuss on the input using some questions provided by teacher

3. Each group makes a mind-map or a summary to focus on the main contents.
